Alveley Chapel – Update. (for Parish News July 2011)
As you may have read in the parish magazine, St Mary’s has had their bid accepted for Alveley Chapel (or Methodist Church) following its closure in January.  We are delighted that this important village place will not now subject to speculation or demolition, instead continuing the 150th year of Christian witness there.

On 30 June we applied for a grant from the Rural Challenge Fund under the Market Towns Revitalisation Programme, towards proper insulation, heating and equipment.  The vision is to have the chapel as a community space, giving a warm welcome as a drop-in centre for all ages, with good coffee, internet access and a listening ear.  Sale completion isn’t expected until September, so we expect this initial work to be complete late November.
Meanwhile, we’ve been delighted with expressions of support, and are very keen to involve as many people and groups as possible.  Of course we already have ideas, but we need to know what you want, and also what skills perhaps you could give.
